o Right-of-Way clearance: Raise tree canopy over walk and street. Remove lower limbs or portions of 
limbs to provide clearance of 8-14 feet over the sidewalk and road. Remove ___% of live crown to 
accomplish goals.  

o Clearance: Remove or reduce limbs to provide a maximum of 10 feet clearance over roofs, signage 
or other structure. Remove ___% of live crown to accomplish goals.  

o Crown cleaning: Remove dead limbs ___ inch(es) in diameter and greater. No live crown is to be 
removed.
